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1- INTRODUCTION

Yalova, encompassing 6 districts-including a central district-, 15 municipalities and 43
villages, is a fast growing province, particularly in terms of education and housing, with its
surface area of 847 km? and its overall population of 202.531, being 132.803 (%66) in cities
and 69.728 (%34) in towns and villages, according to the results of the address-based
population registration system. The young population is predominant. It presents complex
and cosmopolite social structure as it is composed of people at different levels of income
and from different cultures in consequence of migrations from almost all provinces of
Turkey.

Yalova is a province which alternates between a city of tourism and culture thanks to
its location within the istanbul-Bursa-Kocaeli triangle and at the intersection where green
meets blue, and an industrial city by dint of previously predominating and still existing
plants. However, as is the case with Turkey and even throughout the world, it is facing with
the problem of unemployment. Yalova is an active city in manufacturing sector (industry,
horticulture ...) besides service sector. Investments continue in multiple sectors, notably in
manufacturing, transportation, tourism, education and housing. It ranks at upper places for
many years among the provinces in Turkey, particularly in the education field concerning the
student placement to the university.

It is renowned as the city of Atatlirk with its university, its institutions rendering
service to citizens with disabilities, communication and support centres for women, cultural
centres and associations, youth and sports clubs, research institutes etc as well as its
wastewater treatment plant, solid waste landfill, natural gas, mass housing, moving kiosk,
thermal springs, beach etc.

Yalova remains below the average of Turkey with respect to people working in the
agriculture branch to the overall employment ratio. As for the gross domestic product per
capita and the employees in the industry branch to the overall employment ratio, it is above
Turkey’s average.
The economy of Yalova province is based on, principally, horticulture and greenhouse
cultivation in the agriculture sector; textile, fibre, chemical and paper, ship supply industry,
and on the tourism sector.

In this framework, this study which was carried out with the aim of identifying the
firms/enterprises in Yalova according to their districts, neighbourhoods, legal status and
areas of activity, will introduce the inventory of Yalova as regards its trade circle.

were placed in the first four in the table above and in each evaluation.

According to the availability of exporting firms in 2009, Tunceli has the minimum
number of firms, which is only one; Gaziantep Province with 1044 firms ranks at the 5" place
after 4 big provinces. Yalova is placed as the 40" province in Turkey with its 75 exporting
firms. As regards the export value, Tunceli is placed again at the bottom of the list with 19
thousand dollars and Kocaeli is ranked as the 5™ with 4.577.506 thousand dollars just after 4
big provinces. As for Yalova, it comes in 56™ concerning its export value, which amounts to
33.623 thousand dollars. In the light of 2010’s data, In respect of number of firms, Yalova fell
to 42" place with its 70 firms, lacking 5; however, managed to preserve its status as the
56" by dint of increasing export value.

Furthermore, the developments in Yalova within itself and in terms of exporting firms
and export values as of 2001 will clarify our subject-matter. As can be seen in the table
below, though halted at times, the number of firms in Yalova has followed an upward trend
as from 2001 and increased from 36 to 70 firms within 10 years. In relation to export value,
it even demonstrated higher growth with 9 thousand dollars increasing to 46,5 thousand
dollars. Despite the two-fold increase in the number of firms, the quintupled export value
yielded profit for Yalova. It proves that positive steps are taken in export.

This figures also demonstrate the fact that the investments have increased in the
aftermath of earthquake and notwithstanding the rapid incoming migration and earthquake
psychology, the works have gained impetus.

From the standpoint of import practices on the basis of 2009’s figures, we notice that
there are 85 importing firms, with additional 10, against 75 exporting firms, and in the light
of 2010’s figures, there exist 89 importing firms, with additional 19, against 70 exporting
firms. In this regard, the import value is expected to be superior to the export value, which
is already the case herein. The export value was recorded as 46,5 thousand dollars while
import value reached 495 thousand dollars, which corresponds to almost ten-fold of the
former. As a matter of fact, a two-fold increase is observed in the number of firms engaged
in export while those engaged in import reached two-and-a-half-fold. The export value
qguintupled in 10 years while one-hundred-and-fifty-fold-increase was recorded in the import
value. Yalova, ranking at the 42" place on the list of exporting firms, is placed as the 36" on
the list of importing firms and it comes in 56 in terms of the export value while it ranks as
the 21° on the import value list. In a sense, it demonstrates an import-weighted firm and
business structure rather than an export-weighted structure, which indicates on one side,
the presence of pensioners and civil servants and the concentration on service sector by the
employees rather than manufacturing sector and on the other side, the fact that the post-
earthquake investments have been channelled into the reconstruction of Yalova instead of
manufacturing. Moreover, the business activity in all areas of the construction sector is
visible even with the naked eye. However, the export is required to be encouraged and
accelerated so that it can gain plus value status rather than remaining an unfavourable trade
practice.

Furthermore, the developments in Yalova within itself and in terms of exporting firms
and export values as of 2001 will clarify our subject-matter. As can be seen in the table
below, the import values increase in parallel to the number of importing firms. Especially in
2010, the figures jumped strikingly. In order to maintain a solid and balanced economic
structure, the import should not be restricted; however, the export should be increased. The
lack of export will result in an introverted Yalova which would even complicate the current
situation.

According to 2009’s data, Yalova is not placed in the first 50 provinces throughout
Turkey both in terms of income (49th) and expense. It comes in fourth from the last in
respect of expense, which means that it ranks as the 78" However, as is obvious in the table
below, it is placed as the 19" due to its per capita income of 950 TL. In addition, it is ranked
at the 74% place on the grounds of per capita expense of 1035 TL. Like in previous tables,
these figures indicate the low levels of exports and the superiority of service sector to the
manufacturing sector. It also proves that the rate of labour force participation by the
population remains low. After all, istanbul ranking as the second highest city as regards the
per capita income, is placed at the bottom in terms of expense with 814 TL. Hakkari, which
remains at the bottom with income of 96 TL, is placed in the first three in respect of
expense. This situation can be correlated to both its population and job opportunity and
social state structure.

With respect to the establishment, liquidation and closure of companies, Yalova

remains near Turkey’s average. In 2010, 140 companies were established but 36 of them
were liquidated while 14 were closed. Yalova is placed as the 46" concerning the
establishment of companies while it ranked as the 36" and 52" in terms of liquidation and
closure, respectively. However, the fact that almost 1/3 of the companies established in this
manner were closed indicates that they could not achieve complete success in business life,
which means either the established companies failed to operate in a way to hold on to the
business life or did not establish a kind of company to satisfy the need or Yalova failed to
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sustain them. Therefore, the necessity to strike a balance between companies, and business
and trade volume arises, which again puts export to the forefront.

The tables and figures as of 2010 demonstrate that the cooperative system in Yalova has not
attained the desired level but natural persons’ business corporations are more successful.

3. The place of Yalova in Turkey with respect to sectors (In the example of textile, paper
and food sectors)

As previously mentioned in the introduction, the economy of Yalova is based on
horticulture and greenhouse cultivation in the agriculture sector; on textile, fibre, chemical
and paper ship supply industry and on the tourism sector. In this scope, the determination of
its place among other provinces in Turkey would serve as a criterion for indicating the state
of affairs. However, we do not intend to draw up a list for Yalova concerning all fields. Thus,
it would be appropriate to determine the inventory of enterprises in Yalova, which our main
subject-matter, by comparing the situation in thread, textile and clothing areas, cellulose
paper and cardboard manufacturing and food sector.

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According to the table above, Yalova ranks at the 27" place with 14 companies in
terms of numbers of firms and companies engaged in thread, textile activity; also, it is placed
as the 33" with 15 firms operating in ready-to-wear manufacturing. Yet, the increase in the
number of these firms or merger of companies and their orientation to external trade will
even more revive the economy of Yalova. In this regard, the provision of in-service training in
order to give insight about the significance and methods of export would contribute to
themselves and Yalova to a considerable extent.

In accordance with the data of the Union of Chamber and Commodity Exchanges
(TOBB), Yalova cannot be considered as a sufficiently developed province concerning wood
industry. Notwithstanding the fact that no wood industry sub-sector exists in 8 provinces of
Turkey, it is of common knowledge that these provinces are not abundant in trees and are
described as arid regions. Yalova is placed as the 60" with three relevant sub-sectors. As for
cellulose paper and cardboard manufacturing, it ranks at the 22M place among other
provinces with its 6 companies.

Taking the abovementioned data into consideration, to be informed about the state of
affairs with respect to the enterprises and firms in Yalova becomes a prerequisite for more
favourable and development-oriented investments.

As can be seen in the table, the firms are classified as one ordinary partnership,
collectives and cooperatives as two for each, thirty-nine incorporations, one hundred and
fifteen unlimited companies and three hundred and twenty-three limited companies,
respectively.

This situation is
based upon economic, know-how and social reasons, which are to be dealt with separately.
